Excitement
soars ahead

of air show

ORGANISERS of the annual Biggin
Hill air show say that a solo Spitfire
flight will be one of the highlights of
this year’s display programme.

The WWII Spitfire, pictured, will be flown by top
display pilot Nigel Lamb, who will bring the daily
flying programme to an emotional close with a low-
level display sequence set to music.

He will be at the controls of Spitfire Mk IX,
service number MH434 - an aircraft that origi-
nally saw action with the Royal Air Force in 1943
and 1944, flying 79 combat missions.

Mr Lamb’s eight-minute sequence at the climax
of each day’s event will be flown to the sound of
William Blake’s famous hymn Jerusalem, followed
by an orchestral version of The Last Post. The
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music will be heard over the public address
system as the aircraft swoops low over the
airfield.

Meanwhile, organisers say that new
entry procedures are being introduced this
year to speed up traffic flow and access
time for spectators. Holders of pre-pur-
chased tickets will be issued with a special
windscreen ‘hanger’ that will allow them
to enter ‘fast track’ lanes at the entry
point of the airfield and occupy the fore-
most spaces in the main car park.

The air show takes place at Biggin Hill
airport on Saturday, June 27 and Sunday,
June 28, with gates opening at 8am on
both weekend days. Display flying com-
mences at 11.30 am and runs continu-
ously until 5pm.
